p Tum right to stay on Somerset St

t Continue onto Sudbury St

“ Turn left onto Bulfinch Pl

g Turnright onto New Chardon St

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» Take the Somerset St. exit out of the John Adams Courthouse.

» Head downbhill.

» At the light either cross Cambridge Street first or cross to the opposite side of Somerset and

then cross Cambridge Street.
» Turn left at Bulfinch Place (at Boston Sports Club), walk down Bulfinch to the light.

» Cross New Chardon Street and walk downhill to the first floor entrance of the Edward W. Brooke

Courthouse.
